Two players will serve as jury members, while the other two
will be reserves in case a jury member has a personal
connection with the individuals involved in the appeal.

Additional Information
Up to Round 5, each player is entitled to use a half-point bye.
From Round 6 onwards, each player may use a zero-point bye.
Byes in Rounds 1 and 2 must be requested before the start of
Round 1.
Byes in all other rounds must be requested before the end of
the previous round.



Additional Information
If a player fails to appear for a round without prior notice,
they will be removed from the remaining rounds of the
tournament.
The maximum allowed delay for a game is 30 minutes.
Pairings will be published 8 hours before the start of each
round on the tournament service and in front of the playing
hall.
Decisions made by the Chief Arbiter can be appealed to the
Jury d’Appel.
Appeals must be submitted in writing within one hour of the
incident, along with a deposit of 400 PLN (100 EUR). The
deposit will be refunded if the appeal is upheld. The decision of
the Jury d’Appel is final.
Smoking is strictly prohibited in the playing area.
Game broadcasts will be delayed by 15 minutes and will cover
the top 20 boards.
Photography in the playing hall is allowed for the first 15
minutes of each round, provided that an electronic shutter is
used and no flash is used. The official tournament
photographer is allowed to take photos throughout the entire
round.
Players are required to follow fair play rules and maintain
proper conduct.
Players may not leave the playing area during a game without
the permission of the Chief Arbiter.
Electronic devices and watches are not allowed in the playing
hall.



Additional Information
A player loses the right to dispute the result of a game once
they have signed the scoresheet.
Fair play checks using metal detectors will be conducted
throughout the tournament, including in the smoking area
and restrooms.
A player found in possession of an electronic device during a
game loses all rights to prizes and may be disqualified from
the tournament.
A player who refuses to undergo a check and/or does not
comply with the instructions of the arbiters or organizers
loses all rights to prizes and may be disqualified from the
tournament.
Players agree to the publication of their personal data and
photos for the tournament's marketing purposes.
Players with disabilities have the right to stop recording their
moves when they have less than 5 minutes on the clock.
The organizer reserves the right to reject a player's
registration.
Participation in the tournament implies acceptance of all
provisions of this regulation.
The tournament will follow the current FIDE Laws of Chess
and FIDE regulations. It will be rated in the FIDE classical
chess ranking.
Players are responsible for their own insurance.
Legal guardians or authorized persons are responsible for
supervising underage players during the tournament.
Side events will take place on the rest day.
